The European Union has adopted a
law to restrict PFAS in firefighting
foams. Itis part of the EU’s ongoing
efforts to manage PFAS risks.

This measure, developed by ECHA, aims to cut PFAS
emissions by around 14 100 tonnes over 30 years.
Transitioning to PFAS-free foams is estimated to
cost- €7 billion over the same period.
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
